2) Preparation, Prediction, and Institution (Mark 14:12-25)

A. Preparation (14:12-16)

“The Passover was celebrated each year in commemoration of the
Israelites’” deliverance from Egypt; thus it was a feast celebrating
redemption (see Exod 12). The Passover lamb was roasted and eaten
after sunset in a family group of at least ten people ... People ate the
meal while reclining ... It included, besides the lamb, unleavened bread
and bitter herbs as a reminder of Israel’s bitter affliction at the hands of
the Egyptians. Four cups of wine mixed with water were also used for

the meal.”
